Questions: 

1. Why would the ark of the covenant need to be mobile as the people of Israel escaped from Egypt?  (v6)

2. Why does David now express the need, in verse 10-11, to build a cedar house for the ark?  
3. What is God saying to David in verses 12-14a? Is it time to build a house for the ark?
4. What does God want from the people in worship? What are you prepared to give?

5. Is God's presence found only in holy buildings? Where else do you experience God?

Psalm 89:20-37

Questions: 

1. How is God's covenant with the line of David expressed? (v20)

2. 2. How is God "the Rock of your salvation"? How has God been a "Rock" for you? (v26)
3. What is God's covenant with God's people? (v34) How is it expressed today?
4.How does the continuity of God's steadfast love help your congregation today? 

5. How have God's promises been fulfilled in your life? Tell a story about this? 
Ephesians 2:11-22

Questions: 

1. The text has rich imagery: broken dividing walls, strangers into citizens, one body, the household of God, foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ as cornerstone, God’s temple and dwelling place. What image resonates most with you?

2. Jesus was sent to "preach peace to those who are far off and to those who are near" Who are the ones who are far off and who are near in your congregation? 

3  It is easy to get caught up in structure - buildings and property . Do you imagine the church in people or structural terms? 

4. How does your congregation finds its life in Christ? How does it breath, live, work and play? 

5. How is your congregation being built together spiritually to create a dwelling place for God? 
Mark 6:30-34, 53-56
Questions: 
1. Why was Jesus going around teaching and healing people? Was his main focus to heal or to teach by his actions?

23. How does Jesus' life in his day compare to the life of a celebrity today? Is he able to live an "ordinary life"? Why would Jesus want to "get away from it all" to a deserted spot?
3. Do you get annoyed at disruptions? How does Jesus manage "the interruptions" in his day? 
4.How do the people in your congregation deal with interruptions of needy people? 

5. In what way to "the interruptions" to our day become an opportunity to serve Jesus? How might you be more available to the people you meet?
