Questions:

5. How do you fear God? Is this about terror or deep respect and awe? Is this wisdom for you?

2. For what are you particularly thankful?)
3. If singing is not your forte, how can you best express that thankfulness to God?

4. What parts of worship are best for giving thanks?
