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Job 38:1-7, (34-41) Questions:  

1. Many people have next to nothing in life and yet they remain faithful to God. What would it be like lose everything? How would we keep our faith in God then? 

2. What if you were at the point of despair, and all you wanted was an answer from God, and this was the answer you received? What would you think about God?

3. Can you think of other times in scripture when God gives unexpected answers?
4. Can you think of other victims in creation that suffer hurt from interacting with other creatures?
5. What is one way we, as a human family, can lessen our negative impact on the other creatures that God has made?

Psalm 104:1-9, 24, 35c Questions:  

1. Do you remember the first time you saw the ocean, or a beautiful mountain range? How did it make you feel about God?

2. Why is it easier to see the glory of God's creation in the majestic ocean or a beautiful mountain range than it is to see it in ourselves?
3. Imagine seeing yourself as a beautiful creation of God, fearfully and wonderfully made. How would you describe what you see?

4. Why is it hard sometimes for us to see one another the same way?
5. In what ways does this attitude hold us back?
Hebrews 5:1-10 Questions:  

1. In Jesus Christ, God has suffered all of the hurt and pain that humans face. How can this help us to endure our pain and suffering?
2. Take a moment to think about a time you have felt pain. Tell God what that pain was like for you, and ask God where he/she was.
3. Think about what words of comfort God might offer you next time you are feeling pain. Share with a group if you’d like.

4. How do you explain human suffering and God's loving presence in the world?

5. How has God helped you/your congregation to get through times of suffering?
Mark 10: 35-45  Questions:  
1. Are we called to copy Jesus and do exactly what he does or are we called to follow him? (v38)
2. How does your congregation work together? Are there any people who exercise power by dominating? (vv 42-43) 
3. Are we called to serve or befriend other people? How can serving other people dominate and dis-empower them? How can befriending others empower them? (vv43-44)
4. Who are the least in your community? How does your congregation befriend them? (v44) 

5. What would it look like for us to follow Jesus’ command to be a servant to others in today’s society?
