Advent 1C- Questions on the Readings 2 December 2018 


Jeremiah 33:14-16 Questions:  

1. What are the promises God has made to you?

2. For what are you waiting for God to fulfil?
3. How hard is it for you to wait for God's promises to be fulfilled in your timing? Look back on your faith journey and identify God's timing which was right for you. 
4.  How does God's timing come into your decision making? 
5. How can we rest in the assurance that God will fulfil and bring to fruition the promises God has made?

Psalm 25:1-10 Questions:  

1. The story of our walk with God in faith is often one of trusting even in the face of doubt. When has this happened for you?
2. When we come to the end of our day, can we too say, “In you have I trusted all the day-long”?
3. How would it feel to continually put our trust in God?
4. What would this challenge in us?

5.  How might our lives be transformed?
1 Thessalonians 3:9-13 Questions:  

1. Paul was writing to encourage the early church at Thessalonica. What other congregations in your area/region might you pray for or write letters of encouragement to?

2. How might we lift up one another?

3. In what ways can we encourage one another in our callings and ministry?

4. How might you lift up and encourage the members of your congregation?

5.  Consider writing to the leaders of your congregation/parish to encourage them in their ministries. How might you pray for them? 
Luke 21:25-36  Questions:  
1. What new words or ideas speak to you from the text? Why?

2. What are some of the signs of the "end times" for the world ? (v25) 

3. This text is "apocalyptic" writing about the "end times". Try to find the word "apocalyptic" and see what it means. 
4. What are we meant to be on guard for? (v34)
5.  Why do we need to be alert and ready for Jesus to appear? (v36) How does Christ appear to us each day? How do we respond to him then?
