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Ruth 3:1-5; 4:13-17 Questions:  

1. A significant theme in the book of Ruth is that of outsiders being let in. What examples do you have of outsiders who have been "let in" to your congregation? 
2. Why does Ruth risk by approaching Boaz in this manner?  What other choice do Naomi and Ruth have in Jewish society at the time? 
3. How does Boaz express the loving kindness of Yahweh for the outsider here? How have you acted to redeem someone?
4. Who in your life could use some purposeful loving-kindness?
5. Who do you know, on the fringes of your social circles or family, who has done much for the kingdom of God, by being included? 
Psalm 127 Questions:  

1. How do you react the radical assertion in verse 1: "Unless the LORD builds the house, those who build it labour in vain." How is our labour for God measured?
2. Do we always view children as "gifts,” “happiness,” and a “heritage", the way the psalmist does? What other ways does our society view children?
3. From where do we take our cues when it comes to how we think about children?
4. How can we react against popular culture in the way we treat children? 
5. Have you done Child Safe Church Training? How did you find it? Was it useful?
Hebrews 9:24-28 Questions:  

1. What does it mean for you that Christ intercedes for us with God? (v24)

2. How does the shedding of Christ's blood as an atonement for our sins sit with you?
3. How do you understand the sacrificial act of Christ dying on the cross for us?
4. Jesus’ blood is re-presented to us when we receive the Eucharist. How do we react to the use of the terms "body and blood" of Christ?
5. How do we wait faithfully for Christ to come again?  (v28)
Mark 12:38-44 Questions:  
1. What new words or ideas speak to you from the text? Why?

2. Women in Jesus' day, had their finances administered by a male relative or husband.  What male exploitative behaviour is Jesus targeting here? ("they devour widow's houses" v40)
3. How can we observe and see people the way Jesus sees them?  (v v41-42)
4. In pointing out the widow's extravagant gift, is Jesus offering an example for us to follow? (v43)

5. What is the widow risking by giving all the money she has? What does this say to us today?
