1. How can we put aside our days of sorrow and refocus on God's providence? (v1)
2. What kinds of blessings can you identify in your life that have happened after a time of grief?

3. What are the ways we respond to blessings from God which make our lives easier?

4. How can we show other people how God blesses us despite our struggles? 

5. During the season of Advent, what is it that we anticipate from God?

Malachi 3:1-4 Questions:  

1. What does God's covenant that God will be our God and we will be God's people mean to you? 
2. What do we offer to God in response to being chosen as God's beloved people? 

3. How does God refine us on our faith journey? Is it a comfortable ride? (V2)
4. How do we "please" God in the way we live out our faith? Is it about appeasement or about living faithfully? 

5. How can the coming Jesus Christ into the world still be Good News today?
Luke 1:68-79 Questions:  

1. What does it mean for you that Christ comes to save us and set us free to serve God.?

2. What are the ways in which God is working in your life today?

3. What are the ways in which God is working in your congregation's life today?

4. What promises do you think God is working to bring to fullness in your life?
5. What promises do you think God is working to bring to fullness in the life of your congregation?

Philippians 1:3-11 Questions:  

1. Paul prays for the Philippians, that their love will lead to “knowledge and full insight.” How can we pray this for our friends and family? 
2. What knowledge, insight, or discernment have you found or might you be able to find as a result of abundant love?
3. What are the actions that come as a result of love for God or love for neighbour?

4. What actions do the members of your congregation take as a result of love for God or love for neighbour?

5. How can you encourage others to act in this way? 
Luke 3:1-6  Questions:  
1. What is repentance? Is it about every little thing we do wrong? Or is it about turning our life around to God's ways of living? (v3)
2. What are the sins for which we need to repent in order to make the path back to God straight?

3. What sorts of voices can you hear crying out in the wilderness? (v4) 

4. What do the voices outside your church cry out for? (v4) 

5. How can we prepare the way for Jesus to come to us in new ways? How can we prepare the way for to come to other people in new ways? (v4)
