OT Reading
Isaiah 6:1-8 Questions:  

1. Have you ever had a sense of God speaking to you, not necessarily in words? What was it like? How did you respond? 

2. Have you ever had a "dark night of the soul" where you struggled with a sense of challenge in your life? How did your faith in God help in that experience?

3. What happens when you accept that God is calling you in a new direction? 
4. How might God be calling you to move forward in your faith?

5. How might God be calling your congregation to move forward in your faith?

Psalm 138. Questions:
1. What kind of a psalm is 138? Where might you use this in worship?

2. How does God answer prayer? Do we always get exactly what we ask for? 

3. How has God answered your prayers? How did you feel about it at the time?
4. How has God helped you to "walk in the midst of trouble"? (v7)) 

5. How has God's purpose for you opened up in your life? (v8)
Epistle: 1 Corinthians 15:1-11 Questions:  

1. What does it mean for you that that "Christ died for our sins"? (v3)
2.  Have you ever had a sense of Jesus' presence with you? (v8) How did you respond?
3. What does the grace of God mean to you? (v10) How have you experienced God's grace?
4. How have you shared God's grace on your faith journey? How did you feel?
5. How does your congregation share God's grace with those they meet?

Gospel - Luke 5:1-11 Questions:  
1. Have you ever been fishing? What was your experience? What key variable are important in the catching of fish?

2. What is the difference between deep water and shallow water in terms of what fish might be caught? (v4)
3. Do you like being told what to do by a stranger? How do you think Simon feels  in verse 5?
4. What can we learn about fishing for people from the way Jesus persuaded Simon to follow him? 
5. Have you ever "fished for people"? How does your congregation invite others to join them?
