OT Reading
Exodus 34:29-35 Questions:  

1. Have you ever had a "mountain top" experience? What was it like? ?

2. What does the imagery of Moses' glowing face represent? (V29)   

3. How does the loving presence of God light up your life?  (v29)

4. How would we react if we saw the light of God's presence coming towards us? (v30)
5. How do we veil or hide the loving presence of God in our lives? How does this effect other people? (v33-35)
Psalm 99 Questions:
1. What kind of  a psalm is 99? Where might you use it in worship?
2. How does the imagery of God as King ruling from a throne work today? (v1)

Gospel - Luke 9:28-36, (37-43a) Questions:  
1. How can people's faces shine with emotion? Where have you seen this most?
2. Read this gospel aloud - with emotion! Listen and imagine yourself into the scene. What do you see, hear, and hear? 
3. Have someone else read the Gospel aloud in worship. Invite the hearers to imagine themselves into the drama. Invite them to talk in pairs about what they saw, heard, and felt.
4.  Why did the disciples keep silent about what they had seen and heard on the mountain? (v36)
5. Is Jesus' ministry just about healing and miracles? What does this healing point to? (v43a)
