Acts 5:27-32 Questions:  

1. How difficult was it for Peter and the apostles to stand before the council and the High Priest? 

2.  When have you, or others, been called to serve God rather than a human authority? (vv 29-32)

3. How would we react if we were on the high council and were accused of killing Jesus? (v30)
4. How do we witness to what we believe in the face of difficult opposition? (v32)
5. From what have you been freed? What have you been freed to do?

Psalm 118:14-29 Questions:  

1. Where can you rest today in something God has already done?

2. Where in your life can you look for a victory from God?

3. How will you celebrate?

Psalm 150 Questions:  

1. How does music enhance our worship of God? Recall your own experiences. 

2. How can music be a detriment to worship? Recall your experiences. 

3.  Tell a simple story of how a particular piece of music helped you at a vulnerable time.

4. How can our life become our worship?
Revelation 1:4-8 Questions:
1. What kind of writing is the above text - a greeting, a blessing, a simple statement of faith?
2. How can we be priests serving the One Jesus calls Father? (v6)
3. How can we imagine God being both  Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end?  (v8) 

4. How do you experience an all-embracing Creator? 
5. What difference does it make that Jesus is “coming with the clouds” (1:7)?

John 20:19-31 Questions:  

1.  How do we receive the "peace" of Christ? (v2)
2. How can we believe in a God we cannot see? (v29)  
3. How do we believe - is faith taught or caught? Is it modelled or gifted by the Holy Spirit? 
4. Where can we find the presence of the risen Lord today? 
5. Where is God relentlessly showing up in your life? What doors do we try to lock to keep God out?
