Good Friday - Questions on the Readings - 19 April 2019:

OT Reading
Isaiah 52:13-53:12 Questions:  
1. How can we exalt Jesus Christ as the name above all names? (52:13)

2. The theme above is of a suffering servant of God who is lifted up in the end. How can we relate this to the Passion of Jesus? 
3. As followers of Jesus how do we accept that Christ was wounded and died for our sins? (53:12)

4. How can we imagine this text pointing to Jesus and his suffering and death on the cross?

5. Is the benefit of Christ's passion intended only for good people or the world?

Psalm 22 Questions:
1. Do we feel like a worm, and not human at times? Is this what God wants for us? (v6)

2. Can we imagine such suffering that we cry out to God all the time?  (v19 onwards)
3. How can this psalm be connected to Jesus' suffering and death? (vv14-18)
4. This is called a Psalm of Lament. How does the faithful one finish the psalm? (v25 onwards)

5. How can this psalm give us the stubborn hope that if we just show up and try to do the right thing, the dawn will come?
Epistle: Hebrews 10:16-25 Questions:  
1.  How does God wipe away and forget our sins? (v17)

2. The theology of Hebrews is that forgiveness is for everyone no matter how wicked one is. What do we need to do in order to receive to this forgiveness?

3. How can we have confidence that we are saved through faith in Jesus? (vv19-21) 

4. How can we provoke each other to love one another? (vv24-25)
5. How can Good Friday be the day the Lord has made for us? How can we rejoice on this day? 
John 18:1-19:42 Questions:  

1. What does it feel like to hear/read the whole of John's account of the passion of Christ?

2.  What is Jesus doing in verses 19:26-27?
3. How important is it for us that Jesus' death should take place "according to scripture" (19:36-37)
4. Why does Pilate have the placard "Jesus of Nazareth King of the Jews" nailed to his cross?

5. How would we react to the story of the Crucifixion? What does it mean to us?
