1. How can we be ridiculed and marginalised for our faith today? (v6)   

2. How can we remained determined or steadfast in our faith in God? (v7)
3. As followers of Jesus are we expected to be prophetic? Are we expected to suffer?? (v7)
4. When we believe that God forgives us, how do we forgive ourselves ? (v9a)
5. Think of a modern day prophet whose face you know because they were killed unjustly. What was unique about them?
Psalm 118:1-2, 19-29  Questions:
1. What particular moments of Jesus final week echo in this psalm?
2. How can we find strength and hope in God's steadfast love? (v2)
3. What does it mean for us to be "righteous" in today's world? (v19)
4. How can we rejoice and be glad every day?  (v24) 

5. What do you need to lament in your life? What medium or art form would you use?

Epistle: Philippians 2:5-11 Questions:  

1.  How can we have the same mind as Christ Jesus?  (v5)
2. How can we be like Jesus, taking the form of a slave, humbling ourselves? (v7) 

3. How do we confess Jesus Christ as Lord of our life? (v11)
4. What areas of our lives are we resisting the riches to rags to riches storyline? In what areas are we accepting this storyline?
5. How could we empty ourself today?

Luke 19:28-40 Questions:  

1. What new words or ideas speak to you from the text? Why?

2. How would we react if someone wanted to borrow our donkey because the Lord needed it? (v31)

3.  What kind of a procession was  Jesus' entry into Jerusalem - how many people might have been there? How many disciples might there have been? (vv35-37)

4. What does stress do to you? How is it made known in your body?
5. What do we learn about Jesus’ humanity from his agony in the Garden?
