Easter 3C - Questions on the Readings - 5 May 2019:

Acts 9:1-6, (7-20) Questions:  

1. Who are the people "of the Way" that Saul is persecuting? (v2) 
2.  Why was Ananias reluctant to go to Saul? (vv 13-14)
3. Imagine regaining your sight? What might the scales falling from Saul's eyes mean? (v18) 
4. Have you had a "Road to Damascus" experience?  Did anything help to prepare you for this? 
5. What fear do you have about a task you feel God may be calling you to? Share that fear.
Psalm 30 Questions:  

1. Does our prosperity mean that God has favoured us above others? (vv6-7)
2. How can God turn our sorrow into dancing? Can we ignore our grief or do we need to recognise it and work through it? 

3. How can we stay “as strong as the mountains” even at those moments that we feel God’s face is turned or our prayers aren’t answered?

4.  "Count your blessings". Look for examples of God's grace in your life, past, and present. 

5. Write your own prayer of thanksgiving for the blessings you have received from God.
Revelation 5:11-14 Questions:
1. Can we imagine the whole of creation singing praises to the Creator? 
2. Imagine yourself doing this. What would that feel like?
3. How does the image of Jesus Christ as "the Lamb that was slaughtered" help our understanding of his crucifixion and resurrection ? (vv13-14)
4. How do we offer honour and praise to Jesus Christ in our worship?  (v8) 

5. What do you find reassuring about the idea of an all-embracing Creator? When do you experience this? 
John 21:1-19 Questions:  

1. Do you ever feel that Jesus is saying to you “feed my sheep?” How have been “fed” by others?

2. Why is it so important for the risen Christ to be seen cooking and eating fish? Otherwise might he be treated as a ghost? 
3. How would we feel if Jesus asked us three times: "Do you love me"? (vv15-17))  
4. In what ways can you identify with Peter being given another chance to be faithful? (vv15-17)
5. Where can we find the presence of the risen Lord today?
