Acts 16:16-34 Questions:  

1. Why were the owners of the slave girl so angry? (v19) 
2. Why didn't Paul, Silas and the others try to escape? (v27)
3. Are there moments in your life when you’ve felt like the jailer?

4. Conversion to faith in Jesus Christ was not just for the gaoler, but for his entire family. Why did they all become baptised "without delay"? ? (v33)
5. When have you seen God at work and marvelled?

Psalm 97 Questions:  

1. What kind of psalm might Psalm 97 be? Is this a psalm for individuals or for a gathered group of worshippers?
2. How does God guard the lives of God's faithful people?  (v10)
3. How does "the light of faith" dawn for us? How can this give us joy? (11)

4. What are the ways in which God inspires awe in you?

5. Write your own prayer of praise for the blessings you have received from God.
Revelation 22:12-14, 16-17, 20-21 Questions:
1. What might be the reward that Christ will bring?  (v12) 
2. What might it mean for us to wash "our robes"? (v14)
3. What are the ways in which we thirst? How can the water of life quench our thirst?
4. What does it mean for the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ to be with us? (v21) 

5. How can we wish for Jesus’ coming again without losing sight of the here and now?

John 17:20-26 Questions:  

1. What must it have taken for Jesus to pray this prayer in light of what is to come?
2. How can we be more unified in Christ? (vv20-21)

3. What is the glory that God has given Christ, which he has passed on to us? (v22 - 32)  
4. Who might be the ones whom God has given Jesus?  (v24) 
5. How is the love of God in us and how do we share that love? (vv25-26)
