1 Kings 19:1-4, (5-7), (22-29), 8-15a Questions:  

1. When have you experienced the presence of God in silence?

2. Have you ever felt called, or sent by God?

3. How does God give you the strength to do what God calls you to do?
4. Recognising your own limited abilities and God’s unlimited grace, how do you participate in God’s mission.
5. Have there been times when God. like with Elijah, has not let you make excuses but sent you back out to do God's work? 
Psalm 42 & 43 Questions:  

1. How important is the psalmist’s first step of longing for God?

2. What might be the context of using Psalms 42 &43 (worship, a religious procession)?

3. How important is the psalmist’s first step of longing for God?

4. What are ways that you can remember who God is, when you are in a difficult time?

5. Is trusting in the Lord something you can decide to do? Where does trust in God come from?
Galatians 3:23-29 Questions:  

1. Paul talks about Jew and Gentile, slave or free, male or female. What divisions could be made in today's world? (Christian - Moslem; citizen - refugee; straight - gay; young - old)
2. In what ways is your church community living into this division-less identity in Christ?
3. What kinds of divisions can happen in your congregation? How do you against these? 

4. How is room allowed for diversity of opinion and expression of faith in your congregation? 

5. What practices have helped you to overcome bias, stereotyping, or racism?

Luke 8:26-39 Questions:  

1. What kinds of "things/attitudes" can possess you? 

2. In what ways has God set you free or worked through your brokenness?
3. How can the demon-possessed man, an ultimate outsider, voiceless victim, unclean among the unclean, be chosen by Christ to bear his message? 

4. How do so-called outsiders witness to the Christ they experience?
5. Do you ever talk with non-Christians about faith, religion, Christ? Recall a conversation that was meaningful, and share.
