Romans 5:1-5 Questions:

2. How are we justified by faith in Jesus Christ? (vv1-2)
3. What kind of endurance, character and hope do we need today? (vv33-34) 

4. What does it mean to have faith in God? (vv3-5) 
5. Where do you see the grace of God working in your life?

John 16:12-15 Questions:  

1. Why couldn't Jesus tell his disciples everything? (v12)

2. How do we discern the Spirit's guidance? How do we know whether it is truth? (v13)  
3. How do we know it is God's Spirit and not some other spirit speaking to us? (v13) 
4. How have you discerned what is the truth from God in your life? (vv14-15) 
5. What do you think that Jesus still has to say to you?
