FIRST READING  Colossians 2:6-15
EARLY WORD “The Lord’s Prayer”
· When we pray we are talking to God - and I believe God listens to our prayers. At the end of prayer what do we say?
· We can pray in different ways – aloud, quietly, silently; we can pray sitting still or moving; some people pray as they walk or as they drive their car.
· And I believe that God does answer our prayers. But sometimes it’s hard to know whether God answers our prayers. Some of you have prayed for years and yet there seems to be no answer. 
· I believe that God answers prayer in three ways: YES, NO, or Wait. And God is a good waiter. God can wait, and wait, and wait for a long time!
· Share your personal story about waiting and praying and God's answer to prayer....

· Sometimes something very sad happens. And we don’t know what to do. We see something bad on TV and we don’t know what to do. Jesus tells us to pray. When we can’t do anything else we can talk to God about it.

· And when we don’t know what to pray, Jesus even gives us a prayer so we know what to say: Lord’s Prayer on screen
