Baptism of Jesus- Questions on the Readings - 12 January 2020:

Isaiah 42:1-9 Questions:  

1. How do we know that God's Spirit was present at Jesus' baptism? 
2. What images or feelings come to mind when you think about God’s soul delighting in you? 
3. Can you think of a time that God blessed you through others or when others were blessed through you? Where was God in those moments?

4. How has God blessed your congregation? What hope does this give the people? 

5. When you think of bringing justice to the world what work comes to mind?   What part of justice making might God be calling you to you?
Psalm 29 Questions:  

1. What kind of a psalm is 29? When might you use in worship? 
2. Where do you hear God’s voice? In prayer? In quiet reflection? 
3. How does God's voice speak to you? Is it always loud or can it be a " still small voice"? (vv3-9) 
4. How has God reached out to you lately? 
5. How has God reached out to your congregation recently?   
Acts 10:34-43 Questions:  

1. How does God show " no partiality" to you and your congregation? (vv34-35)
2. Where have you encountered the risen Christ?  Where might God be calling you to share your story of encountering Jesus?
3. How can we witness to the Good News of Jesus Christ in today's world?  (v42)
4. What does forgiveness of sins mean to you? (v43) What does it mean for the members of your congregation? 
5. Describe how faith in Jesus Christ can be Good News for you and your congregation. 
Matthew 3:13-1 Questions:  

1. Why would John the Baptist want to be baptised by Jesus/ (v14)
2. Where were you baptized? Who was there? Do you remember it?

3. What does being baptised mean to you?
4. Have you felt the Holy Spirit as closely as the dove was seen at Jesus’ baptism? What does God’s voice sound like when God calls you beloved?

5. Can God be "well pleased"  with you and your congregation? (v17)
