4. How has your life been blessed by God?

5. How would you explain this mystery to an unbelieving friend?

1. Read the whole of John 1:1-18 aloud and slowly. Reflect on the words and the rhythm of the poetry.
2. What does John mean when he writes, “He came to what was his own, and his own people did not accept him”? 
2. How do you accept Jesus as part of your life each day?
3. In what ways do our lives in Christ witness to his power? 
4. What is one concrete way that you might testify to the light of Christ?
